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Development Status and Comparative Analysis on the Development Level of Hunan’s
Convention and Exhibition Industry

Abstract:  Although Hunan’s Convention and Exhibition Industry developed quickly in the past decade, it is still in its initial
developing stage compared with some developed areas such as Beijing, Shanghai, and Guangdong.
