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The Empirical Study of the Effects of Input Modes on L2 Culture Acquisition

Abstract:  This study aims to explore the effects of input modes task types and linguistic proficiency on culture acquisition. In—
vention and non-invention input strategies have been adopted to compare the effect of acquisition under audiovisual and listening modes.
The findings show that visual aid and task condition have significant effects on the middle level while no effects on the high level. In ad—
dition audiovisual input has a significant effect on the categories which is relevant to context-only visuals. There is a significant inter—
action effect between task types and input mode. The task types play a major role in instant comprehension but not in memory retain.
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
