Abstract: This essay makes full use of the declassified-firsthand documents-Foreign Relations of the United States and Docu-

ments on British Policy Overseas to comment on the Washington D. C financial loan negotiations between the United States and the

Great Britain at the end of 1945. After World War II, the United States terminated the Lend-Lease Program which exacerbated the

British economic difficulty and forced Britain to ask for financial assistance . The United States took advantage of the negotiations to

make Britain compromise which resulted in the predominant role of the United States in the new world economic order.
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
